In addition, Lansinoh is the only company in the world to test its lanolin for detergent residues and it contains less than 0.05%.  Other medical grades of lanolin are only able to guarantee a free lanolin alcohol proportion of below 6%, and no specification is set for detergent residues.

Clinical trials clearly indicate that in lanolin containing 6.5% free lanolin alcohols, 41% of a lanolin sensitive population will experience an allergic response.  Allergic reactions have been documented at 3%, as well as at 2.2%.  Only when free lanolin alcohol levels are reduced to 1.5%, combined with negligible detergent residues, have researchers failed to elicit a single allergic response in lanolin sensitive patients.¹
